Epic Environmental Services, LLC (Epic) was retained by the Franklin Township Board of
Education (District) to perform an indoor air quality inspection at the Reutter Elementary School.
The investigation consisted of a visual inspection and the collection of temperature, relative
humidity, and carbon dioxide data. ~Additionally, samples for airborne mold spores were
collected in three random locations throughout the school.

The visual inspection focused on signs of moisture, water intrusion, and visible mold growth.

Temperature, relative humidity, and carbon dioxide data was compared to current New Jersey
Indoor Air Quality and industry standards.

Epic Environmental performed the inspection September 14, 2018.

cooling season. Although most mold activity is not likely to start until extended periods of 75%
or higher relative humidity are experienced, it is recommended to have the goal of 60%.

The investigation consisted of a visual inspection and the collection of temperature,
relative humidity, and carbon dioxide data. ~Additionally, samples for airborne mold spores
were collected in four random locations throughout the school.

The visual inspection focused on signs of moisture, water intrusion, and visible mold growth.

Temperature, relative humidity, and carbon dioxide data was compared to current New Jersey
Indoor Air Quality and industry standards.

Epic Environmental performed the inspection September 18, 2018.

Acceptable Temperature and Relative Humidity Criteria

Acceptable Indoor Temperature Range: 68° - 79° Fahrenheit
Ideal Relative Humidity Range: 30-60%

The initial scope of the inspection was to include random inspections of classrooms in each
hallway of the school. The scope of the inspection was expanded when mold was identified in
each hallway of the school.

Visible mold was observed in the following rooms: 36, 12,21, 17, 18, 19, 20, 22, 16, 15, 13, 14,
53,70, 59, 57, and 66. Mold was observed on book shelves, tables, cabinets, under tables, and
chairs. It is likely that mold activity is also present in additional classrooms as well.

Air samples were collected in four locations throughout the school. Airborne mold spore
concentrations were near or below background (outside) concentrations. It is not likely that, on
the day of the inspection, the mold activity was causing elevated airborne spore concentrations.

The mold activity has been triggered by significantly elevated relative humidity present in the
school. Relative humidity levels ranged from 75% to 94%. The ideal high relative humidity
level is 60%. Depending on conditions, mold activity can be triggered by extended periods
above 75%. Several rooms had relative humidity levels above 85% (Rooms 36, 21, 17, 18, 83,
16,92, 13, 14, 53, 70, and 57).

The District decided that the mold clean-up will be performed by school maintenance and
custodial personnel. It was strongly recommended that the cleanup include all surfaces
mentioned previously in the report, and should be done in every classroom, not just the rooms
listed and that preferably, the clean-up should be performed by a professional company.

The District was also advised that airborne mold spore concentrations will increase during
cleanup activities, and that surfaces and rags must be wetted before cleaning.

Follow-up Inspections and Sampling

Epic performed follow-up inspections and air sampling October 10, 2018. The following rooms
were inspected and sampled: 4, 6, 12, 13, 16, 18, 20, 36, 53, 59, and 66.

No visible mold was observed in the rooms inspected. Mold spore concentrations in each room
sampled were near or below background (outside) concentrations with the exception of Room
53. Maintenance inspected the room and identified a malfunctioning compressor in the room’s
air conditioner.

The air conditioner was addressed and Room 53 was resampled on October 23, 2018. Airborne
mold concentrations were near or below background (outside) concentrations.

Conclusions and Recommendations

Elevated humidity had resulted in mold activity throughout the school.

Visible surface mold was effectively cleaned by school staff.

Assure steps are taken to reduce relative humidity to 2 maximum of 60% duririg the summer
cooling season. Although most mold activity is not likely to start until extended periods of 75%
or higher relative humidity are experienced, it is recommended to have the goal of 60%.
